The mandrel type without draw bolt is particularly convincing at »short distance« for blind bores and small components, and thanks to the easy-to-operate coupling on the segmented clamping bushing, it also shines with minimal change over times. 
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With 8 mm Ø the smallest edition of the MANDO 212 mandrel type without draw bolt also has the typical HAINBUCH segmented clamping bushing with the vulcanized rubber-metal connection.
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
